The European Parliament (EP)

is not very well-known to Slovak
citizens so it is necessary to explain
its activities and powers especially
with the elections coming so soon.
The EP represents all the citizens of EU member countries and is di-
rectly elected. The first direct elections to the EP took place in 1979,
which is not so long ago. Parliamentary elections are held every five
years, and each EU citizen registered as a voter has the right to vote.
The MPs are not seated in blocks according to individual countries,

but are organised in all-European political factions that bring together
all the main political parties working in EU member countries.

The following factions are currently represented in EP:

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The Parliament fulfils three main tasks: applying legislative power
together with the Council; applying democratic control over all EU
institutions and mainly over the Commission; deciding on the EU
budget together with the Council - accepting or rejecting the budg-
et as a whole.

Co-determination is the most common way of accepting, that is, ap-
proving, EP legal documents. This puts the European Parliament
and the Council in an equal position and the laws approved by this
method fall within the mutual legislative rules of the Council and the
Parliament. Co-determination is applied in a wide sphere of legisla-
tive areas. According to observations made in its annual working
programme, Parliament provides the impulses for new legal regula-
tions, judges what new laws would be appropriate to accept, and
asks the Commission to submit proposals.

In order to form a new Commission the Parliament leads discus-
sions with all future members and the Chairman of the Commission,
as nominated by member countries, and approves or declines their
nomination en bloc. The Commission is politically responsible to the

Parliament which can approve a “proposal for a vote of censure” re-
quiring its whole resignation. This situation occured in 1999 when
the Commission led by Jacques Santer was forced to resign.
Parliament monitors the Commission according to a flow of infor-
mation from the Commission, including information on budget ad-
ministration, the application of EU laws, and so on. European
Parliamentary MPs regularly give the Commission and Council ques-
tions in oral and written form. The Commission members and
Chairman of the Council attend general parliamentary meetings and
maintain a dialogue among these three institutions.

The Council and Parliament make mutual decisions on the EU budg-
et and the Parliament discusses it in two subsequent readings. The
budget comes into force after being signed by the Chairman of the
Parliament.

The Parliamentary Committee for budget control (COCOBU) moni-
tors the budget. The Parliament annually decides whether it ap-
proves the budget as used by the Commission in the previous fi-
nancial year.

Enterpreneurs can monitor activities of the Parliamentary Commit-
tees which specialise in specific area. Parliamentary Committees ex-
press their opinions about specific legislation. The EP accommo-
dates monitoring and lobbying through established mechanisms for
professional lobbyists, including accreditation by the EP. The list of
lobbyists accredited by the EP can be found at:
